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Use our fan report link to let us know about anything that can’t be sorted on the night. CCTV recordings are in use.

Assist A credit given to 1 or 2 players (other than the goal 
scorer), who helped to create the goal opportunity.

Backchecking The aim is for the defending team to regain 
possession of the puck.

Crease A semi-circle area in front of the goal. Offence players 
cannot enter the crease until after the puck does.

Deke A play intended to trick an opponent into 
moving out of position.

Empty Net Goal When a team scores a goal into a net with no 
netminder present. This usually occurs in the final minutes of a 
game, when the losing team may pull their goalie for an extra 
skater (in the hope of scoring a goal!).

Five-hole The space between a goalie’s legs.

Grinder A player praised for working hard on the ice and 
assisting with goals, rather than being a lead scorer.

High-stick A penalty for hitting a player above the shoulders 
with a stick.

Interference A penalty for obstructing a player not 
in possession of the puck.

Jersey The long sleeved top the players wear. Captains wear a 
“C” on their jerseys, while assistant captains wear an “A”.

Liney The linesmen.

Mitts Player’s hands.

Netminder Goalie.

One-timer A shot that occurs when a player meets a teammate’s 
pass with an immediate slapshot.

Power Play When one team has more players on the ice than the 
other team, because one player is serving a penalty.

Rebound When someone takes a shot and the puck bounces off 
a player or the net.

Stickhandling Controlling the puck through the opposing team.

Top shelf The upper goal area.

Unassisted goal A goal with no assists credited, usually due to a 
great individual effort.

Wheels Ice skates.

Zamboni The vehicle that is used to resurface the ice 
on an ice rink.
