Saturday night’s Man of the Match went to Ross 
Venus, who put in a relentless shift – battling hard, 
pressuring the net, and fighting for every puck. 
On Sunday, it was Milique Martelly who took the 
honours, recognised for his non-stop effort and 
tireless work rate across the ice.

Milique Martelly had a solid 2023/24 season with Milton Keynes 
Lightning in the NIHL. In 40 games, Martelly contributed 21 points 
(3 goals, 18 assists), showing his ability to support the offense while 
maintaining defensive responsibilities. His performance in the playoffs 
included 2 points (1 goal, 1 assist) in 6 games, highlighting his 
capability in crucial situations. Martelly also represented Great Britain 
U20 in the WJC-20 D2A, adding an assist in 5 games. Known for his 
mobility and hockey sense, Martelly is a key player in the Lightning’s 
defensive core.

Elmeri Hällfors joins the Sheffield Steeldogs for the 2024/25 season, bringing with him a wealth of international 
experience. In the 2023/24 season, Hällfors played for Unterland in the AlpsHL, where he tallied 29 points (10 
goals, 19 assists) in 28 games. His playoff performance was also strong, adding 6 points (2 goals, 4 assists) 
in 7 games. Hällfors is known for his playmaking abilities and his versatility on the ice, making him a valuable 
addition to the Steeldogs’ roster.

Nathan Ripley returns to the Sheffield Steeldogs for the 2024/25 season after a challenging year in the EIHL 
with the Coventry Blaze. In the 2023/24 season, Ripley split his time between Coventry and Milton Keynes 
Lightning, contributing 3 points (2 goals, 1 assist) in 3 games for the Lightning in the NIHL. 
His physicality and energy on the wing make him a player to watch, as he looks to make a significant impact 
back with the Steeldogs.
